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Y our affiant also states that she has been employed by the Broken Arrow Police Department
since August 31, 1998 and is currently assigned to the Detective Division, Your affiant further
states that during the course of her duties she has attended several schools dealing with the search
and recovery of physical evidence specific to violent and non-violent crimes.

Your affiant will testify she was the on-call detective and responded to both of these crime
sCenes.

1. On 07.26.09 at approximately 1230 hours, a white male entered the Walgreen’s located at 701
W. Houston St, City of Broken Arrow, County of Tulsa. The suspect walked directly to the
pharmacy department and stood in line at the pickup window for a moment. The suspect then
walked to the drop off window and showed the victim pharmacy clerk, Phillip Shinn a note
demanding Oxycontin. The clerk asked what strength and the suspect told him he had fifteen
seconds and began to reach into his sweatshirt, as though to retrieve a weapon. The clerk fearing
the suspect had a firearm went to retrieve the Oxycontin and again asked what strength and the
suspect began counting down from fifteen. The clerk handed the suspect two pharmacy bottles of
80mg Oxycontin containing 143 pills. The suspect then ran out the front door, past Colleen
Wallace, the clerk at the front register. The suspect was wearing a black ball cap, a bright gold
sweatshirt, khaki shorts, and white tennis shoes. The sweatshirt and ball cap were found
discarded approximately three blocks from the store. The surveillance video was recovered and
still photographs of the suspect were released to the local news stations.

2. On 07.26.09 at approximately 1600 hours, Thomas Atkinson contacted an acquaintance of his,
Bryant Dale Lacey and requested some Oxycontin. Thomas’ brother, Stephen Hamilton was
present and heard this request. Thomas also told Stephen that Bryant was enroute with some pills
for him. Stephen left his brother’s residence, 541 E. Fort Worth Drive, City of Broken Arrow,
County of Tulsa, at approximately 1630 hours. Thomas’ wife, Charlene Atkinson arrived home
at approximately 1700 hours and Bryant was present at her residence. Bryant quickly left.
Charlene left the residence again and returned approximately one hour later. When Charlene
returned she found Thomas deceased, and a syringe and a spoon with residue on it on the coffee
table in front of his body.

3. On 07.27.09 a six photo line-up including a photograph of Bryant Dale Lacey was shown to
Colleen Wallace. She immediately identified Lacey as the suspect who ran out of the store
wearing a bright gold sweatshirt. A six photo line-up including Bryant Dale Lacey was then
shown to the pharmacy clerk, Phillip Shinn. Mr. Shinn reviewed the photos and identified Lacey
as the person who came to the pharmacy demanding Oxycontin on 07.26.09.

4. The residence to be searched is listed on numerous police reports as Bryant Lacey’s home
flddress. The deceased’s wife, Charlene Atkinson, also stated this is Lacey’s residence. Lacey
is currently receiving unemployment benefits at this residence.
