The undersigned affiantduly sworn, upon oath says; that in Tulsa County, Oklah~ a certafu 
vehicle, house, building, premises, or persons, the curtilage. thereof and the appurtenances' ttiCr~, described 
as follows:

METHAMPHETAMINE, FRUITS, INSTRUMENTALITIES, AND OTHER CONTROLLED DANGEROUS 
SUBSTANCES, COMPONENTS, PRECURSORS AND OTHER ITEMS ASSOCIATED WITH THE 
MANUFACTURING PROCESS, FRUITS, INSTRUMENTALITIES USED IN THE SALE OF 
METHAMPHETAMINE, MONIES OR UNEXPLAINED WEALTH IDENTIFIABLE FROM THE SALE OF 
CONTROLLED AND DANGEROUS DRUGS. 

Listed in the schedules of the Unifonn Controlled Dangerous Substance Act of the State of Oklahoma, with the 
unlawful intent to possess, use and distribute said substances in violation of the laws of the State of Oklahoma. 

Further, your affiant prays that the Court will grant law enforcement officers conducting the service of this search 
warrant permission to seize other items commonly used to facilitate the uSe and distribution of controlled substances, to 
wit: 

RECORDS AND FINANCIAL RECORDS IN PHYSICAL, DIGITAL, OR ELECTRONIC FORM, PROOF OF 
RESIDENCY, CELLULAR PHONES, SURVEILLANCE EQUIPMENT, COMPUfERS, AND FIREARMS. 

Affiant further states that said dangerous substances be reason of their physical structure are easily destroyed and that 
there is likelihood that the person in possession of the same will attempt to destroy them, and that there is further 
likelihood that the aforesaid, controlled, dangerous substance, equipment, and paraphernalia will be moved unless a 
search warrant may be executed during the hours of six o'clock a.m. and ten o'clock p.m. inclusive, 

YOUR AFFIANT FURTHER STATES: 

That he is a Tulsa Police Officer and has been so employed for over 4 years. That he graduated from the University of 
Oklahoma with a bachelor's degree in Sociology with an emphasis in Criminal Justice. That he is currently assigned to 
the Speciallnvestigations Division's, Vice Unit That he has received training from the Tulsa Police Department's 
Training Academy as well as from more experienced narcotics investigators in the area of drug related investigations. 
Your affiant states that he has received both formal and informal training in regards to drug investigations. Your affiant 
further states that he has been involved in numerous drug related investigations and arrests. Your affiant states that he 
has acquired the CLEET Basic Level Peace Officer Certification in the State of Oklahoma. Your affiant further states 
he has attended the Drug Enforcement Administration Basic Narcotic Investigator School. Your affiant further states 
that he has training and experience with narcotics investigations. Your affiant further states that he bas received formal 
and informal training in the recognition of controlled drugs. 

Your affiant states that with his training and experience he knows that people who sell and manufacture controlled 
substances commonly possess flJ"eanns to protect their product. It is also common for them to possess firearms to avoid 
being robbed by rival drug dealers for their controlled substances or money derived from the sale oftheir controlled 
substances. 



Your affiant states that within the last 72 hours your afflllIlt spoke to a reliable confidential infonnant (herein referred as 
a ReI). The ReI has in the past given information to your affiant on at least three occasions. On each occasion that 
your affiant was assisted by ReI, officers were able to make controlled dangerous substance related arrests and/or obtain 
search wanants. All subjects arrested subsequent to information received from this ReI have been successfully charged 
with narcotic violations. Vour affiant further states that the information that the ReI has given your affiant has never 
been untrue or misleading. The information that the ReI has provided in the past has been up to'date and vital on 
several narcotics investigations. Vour affiant further states that the ReI has shown extensive knowledge of how drug 
traffickers distribute and manufacture methamphetamine including several common methods of manufacturing 
methamphetamine. 

Your affiant states the ReI directed your affiant to 3912 N. Delaware Avellue. The ReI stated that a white male by the 
name of "Brian" is selling and manufacturing methamphetamine from the residence located at 3921 N. Delaware 
AveDue. Vour affiant further states the ReI has been involved in the sale ofmetharnphetamine in the past and knows 
what methamphetamine looks like and how it is packaged. The ReI stated· "BriaD" manufactures methamphetamine at 
3922 N. Delaware Avenue, and packages methamphetamine for sale. 

Your affiant further states that in the past 48 hours the ReI has observed large amounts ofmetharnphetamine inside the 
residence to be searched. The RCI also stated that "Briall" had manufactured methamphetamine inside the residence to 
be searched. within the past 48 hours. . . . :'. 

Your affiant states that officers performed surveillance on 3922 N. Delaware Avenue. Vour affiant states that officers 
noticed short-term traffic coming to and from the residence. Vour affiant states that officers observed people enter the 
residence to be searched and a short time later the people would exit the residence. Vour affiant states that this is 
consistent with the sale of controlled dangerous substances. 

Your affiant states that with his training and experience he knows that people who sell, manufacture, and/or traffic 
controlled substances commonly have items and/or money that would be considered unexplained wealth. These items 
would include electronics, jewelry, furniture, U.S. currency, vehicles and various appliances. Vour affiant states that 
people involved in the selling and/or trafficking of controlled substances commonly pay for these items with the cash 
they derive from selling their controlled substances . 

. Your affiant further states that individuals who commonly use and or sell quantities of controlled dangerous substances 
have visitors, friends and customers who visit their business and or residence. Vour afflllIlt states that these types of 
individuals commonly place quantities of currency with which to purchase the controlled dangerous substances on their 
person. Your affiant states that these types of individuals also commonly purchase quantities of controlled. dangerous 
substances and secret the purchased quantities and associated drug paraphernalia on their person, in their clothing and 
personal effects as well as their vehicles. 

Your Affiant further states that people who use, manufacture, and sell quantities of controlled dangerous substances, 
keep monies and records of their transactions and paraphernalia associated with their organization. Your affiant states 
that individuals who use and sell quantities of controlled dangerous substabces commonly use text messages, and . 
cellular communication devices to maintain contact with their customers and suppliers or sources of supply of the 
controlled dangerous substances. Vour affiant further states that these cellular communication devices maintain 
electronically stored numbers, messages, names and codes within their memory. 

Vour AfflllIlt further states that there is ongoing criminal activity at 3922 N. Delaware Avellue. Vour Affiant further 
states that he believes that the information developed in this case indicates probable cause that quantities of controlled 
dangerous substances are being sold and manufactured from as well as maintained in the residence to be searched 
located. 3922 N. Delaware Avenue, Tulsa, Oklahoma. 

WHEREFORE, Affiant asks that a search warrant issue according to law, directed. to any sheriff, policeman or law 
enforcement officer in Tulsa County, Oklahoma, commanding that he search said persons, premises and/or vehicle, and 
take possession of all the controlled dangerous substances, equipment and paraphernalia hereinbefore described, and 
vehicle in which said dange1'<'us substance is unlawfully kept, deposited or concealed.
