The undersigned affiant, being duly sworn, upon oath says: that in Tulsa County, Oklahoma, at and upon or
within a certain vehicle, house, building, or premises, the curtilage thereof and the appurtenance thereto belonging,
described as follows:

THE APARTMENT TO BE SEARCHED IS A SINGLE FAMILY APARTMENT UNIT LOCATED IN
THE 1300 BLOCK OF EAST 60™ STREET. THE APARTMENT TO BE SEARCHED IS LOCATED IN
THE OXFORD PLACE APARTMENTS. THE APARTMENT TO BE SEARCHED IS LOCATED IN THE
BUILDING ON THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF THE COMPLEX. THE APARTMENT TO BE
SEARCHED IS ON THE SECOND FLOOR AND FACES WEST. THE APARTMENT TO BE
SEARCHED IS COMPOSED OF TAN SIDING AND RED BRICK. THE ROOF OF THE BUILDING
CONTAINING THE APARTMENT TO BE SEARCHED IS MADE OF GREY SHINGLES. THE
ADDRESS 1312 EAST 60™ STREET IS AFFIXED TO A GREEN PLACARD ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF

THE FRONT DOOR. THE APARTMENT TO BE SEARCHED IS MORE COMMONLY KNOWN AS
1312 EAST 60™ STREET APARTMENT 1H. THE APARTMENT TO BE SEARCHED IS LOCATED IN
THE CITY OF TULSA, TULSA COUNTY, STATE OF OKLAHOMA.

The named defendant, or other persons in whose possession they have placed the following described property
for concealment, does now unlawfully, illegally, knowingly and willfully keep, and does unlawfully have in their
possession and under their control certain evidence of a crime, Title 63 Section 2-402 B1, Possession of Controlled
Drug. To wit:

Cocaine, other controlled dangerous substances, cell phones, scales, monies,
guns, drug paraphernalia to include packaging, proof of residency, drug
notations and unexplained wealth identifiable from the sale of controlled
dangerous substances

Your affiant further states: That he is a Tulsa Police Officer and has been so employed for over 7 years. That
he is currently assigned to the Tulsa Police Department’s Special Investigations Division’s Narcotics Unit.
That he has attended the United States Drug Enforcement Administration’s Basic Narcotics Investigator
Course. That he has received training in the area of narcotics investigation from the Tulsa Police Training
Academy, the CLEET Basic Academy as well as from experienced detectives. That he has a Bachelor degree
in Criminal Justice.

Your affiant further states that within the last 72 hours he received information from a reliable confidential
informant, hereafter referred to as R.C.I., who stated that with in the last 72 hours he/she had observed a
quantity of crack cocaine in the residence to be searched. Your affiant further states that the R.C.I. has
provided information in the past that has resulted in the confiscation of several illegal substances. The R.C.I.
has provided information that has led to the atrest of multiple suspects for various drug related crimes. That
the R.C.L has never misled officers or provided information that has been false in nature.

Your affiant states that the R.C.I has provided officers reliable information on no less than four different
occasions. Your affiant states that this information has resulted in the seizure of various quantities of
controlled dangerous substances. Your affiant states that the information provided to your affiant by the
R.C.I has also ultimately resulted in the filing of criminal charges in the Tulsa County District Court and
United States District Court.



Your affiant further states that the R.C.1. contacted him within the last 72 hours and stated that with in the
last 72 hours they had observed an amount of crack cocaine that was in the possession of a black male “J.R.”
from within the residence to be searched. R.C.IL stated that he/she has observed “J.R.” sell crack cocaine
from the residence to be searched on an ongoing basis. Your affiant further states that R.C.I. stated that
“J.R.” has invited R.C.I. to the apartment to purchase crack cocaine.

Your affiant states that as a result of R.C.1. association with various individuals that use and sell quantities of
controlled dangerous substances he/she is certain that what he/she observed in the residence to be searched
was in fact crack cocaine. Your affiant states that the R.C.I. has used crack cocaine in the past and is familiar
with how crack cocaine looks and is packaged for sale.

Your affiant states that the R.C.I. gave your affiant directions to the residence to be searched. Your affiant
states that he drove R.C.1. to the residence to be searched. The R.C.I. identified the residence to be searched
as the residence he/she observed an amount of crack cocaine in the possession of “J.R.”.

Your affiant further states that your affiant ran the address 1312 East 60™ Street Apartment 1H through the
Tulsa Police Department’s data base T.R.A.C.1.S. The data base showed that Walter Burnside lists 1312
East 60" Street Apartment 1H as his residence on 9-22-09. Your affiant further states that he showed the
R.C.I a picture of Walter Burnside. The R.C.I then identified Walter Burnside as the individual who is
selling crack cocaine from 1312 East 60™ Street Apartment 1H.

Your affiant further states that within the last 72 hours the R.C.1. saw an amount crack cocaine in the
possession of Walter Burnside.

Your affiant states that individuals who commonly use and or sell quantities of controlled dangerous
substances have visitors, friends, and customers who visit their residence. Your affiant further states that
these individuals commonly place quantities of currency with which to purchase the controlled dangerous
substance on their person. Your affiant further states that types of individuals also commonly purchase
quantities of controlled dangerous substances and secret the purchased quantities on their person, in their
clothing, and personal effects as well as their vehicles.

Your affiant requests the issuance of a search warrant for 1312 East 60™ Street Apartment 1H.

FURTHER YOUR AFFIANT SAYETH NOT.

WHEREFORE, Affiant asks that a search warrant issue according to law, directed to any sheriff, policeman or law
enforcement officer in Tulsa County, Oklahoma, commanding that he search said persons, premises and/or vehicle, and
take possession of all the evidence herein before described, and vehicle in which said evidence is unlawfully kept,
deposited or concealed.
